RULES:

1. Age divisions will be junior, intermediate and senior and will be based on the same Virginia 4-h age divisions as other 4-H contests.  Teams’ divisions will be based on the age of the oldest member.   
 2.  Teams must have at least three members, but no more than 10.

Teams do not need to be from only one county.  They do not need to be members of a previous FIRST LEGO League Team, but participants will need access to a 2007 Power Puzzle Competition Set and either a LEGO Mindstorms RCX Robotics set or NXT Robotics set. 
3. ROBOTS SHOULD BE CONSTRUCTED AND PROGRAMMED PRIOR TO COMPETITION. If a team needs a 2007 Power Puzzle Set.  Members may choose to program in any compatible platform, with the understanding that the judges may not be familiar with all platforms.  Members should be prepared to explain their decisions and programming steps and processes. 
 4.  The 2007 FIRST LEGO League Power Puzzle Competition Mat and missions will be used. Participants will need to practice and program their robots prior to the competition in order to be successful.  
 
5. The competition will have two parts in two separate rooms:
 
A.    Robot Run—Each team will have two staggered 2 ½ minute rounds following FLL competition rules—best round counts for points
B.    Interview—Each team/individual will be given a 5-10  minute technical and teamwork interview.  .

6. Scoring:
Teams will receive two separate ribbons for each component of the competition. For the Robot runs, scores will be ranked, 1st, 2nd, 3rd and so on.  The Interview will be scored using the 4-H Danish system: Blue—excellent, Red –Good, White Fair. 
The state 1st place winner will be based on a combined score based equally on Robot Performance and Interview score.  

7.  Approximate Schedule (This could vary, based on the number of teams competing):  
 8:00 a.m.-9:30 a.m.—Each team/Individual  is scheduled an 8 minute practice time on the competition tables.

9:30-noon—Each team will be scheduled to compete in two robot performance runs and a technical/teamwork interview.
